The PNC (Pastor Nominating Committee) will be elect ed on Sunday, June 6, at a congregational meeting a t
10:00 am in the Worship Center. The information ab out the nine nominees from the Congregational Nomin ating
Committee is on the website and at the Info Centers . The Mission Statement and Core Commitments approved by
session will be presented at that same meeting by t he Moving Forward Committee.

What remains to be done? A lot! A staff plan that reflects the mission statement and the core commit ments. A
new committee structure that enables the mission an d the commitments to be implemented. And last but not least—
a three to five year strategic plan based on the re sults of the D & D groups. In the midst of all tha t, plans are being
made to celebrate the church’s 150 " anniversary in October 2012.

Shortly after the Pastor Nominating Committee is el ected, the members will be trained by presbytery an d setto
work. That process has a life of its own directed by the Committee. The Committee will keep you info rmed about
their work, but confidentiality is a prime necessit y. What is required of all church members is praye r for the Commit-
tee and its work in the Spirit and not a little pat ience on your part, since none of us knows how long it will take ex-
cept the gracious God. The Committee is called to discern God'’s will for the next senior pastor of th is church, and
that is an awesome responsibility. They will need both prayer and work and time to do that.

Actual thru April

With one-third of the year recorded, the Church has a
small operating surplus, slightly ahead of budget.
Contributions year-to-date are running 4% behind
budget due to unpledged support trailing budget as well
as 2009 results for the same period. Pledged incom e
continues to be strong, however - on par with last year
during the same period and only slightly below budg et.
Expenses are being managed carefully, and overall t hey
are under budget by 6%.

Debt Reduction Is a Priority

Our outstanding bank debt as of the end of April is $1,362,000.
Reducing the debt is a priority for the Church in o rder to minimize
interest expense that has to be paid while we fund vital ministries.

The operating budget has $170,000 for
debt payments of principal and
interest, which could be used in other
ways to build God’s kingdom.
We have less than $50,000
outstanding pledges for Responding
Faithfully Together that we expect to
be fulfilled. With those commitments
met, we will rely primarily on monthly
principal payments that are made through our operat ing budget. If
that is the only principal payment source, it would take us more than
