Worship is about God’s story—how he created the world, took on flesh to save us from sin, and gave us the Holy Spirit as a 
deposit guaranteeing our inheritance in the new hea vens and new earth. In worship we celebrate God’s great acts by remember-
ing, by anticipating, and by accepting God’s invita tion to become part of this Story of Stories. This is especially true in our celebra-
tion of the sacrament of the Lord’s Supper. 

Over the last several months, our celebration of co mmunion in both our worship venues has included a p rayer called the 
“Great Prayer of Thanksgiving.” In the Sanctuary se rvice, it begins with this exchange between leader and people: 

Leader: The LORD be with you. 
People:People:People:People:    And also with you.And also with you.And also with you.And also with you.    
Leader: Lift up your hearts.

Leader: Let us give thanks to the LORD our God.

At this point, the pastor recounts God’s story in a  nutshell—His creating and saving acts culminating in Jesus’ death and res-
urrection, the giving of His Holy Spirit, and his c oming again in glory. At Easter in the Sanctuary th is year, the leader prayed this: 

 

Leader: It is truly right and our greatest joy to g ive You thanks and praise, eternal God, creator and  ruler of the uni-
verse.  At Your word the earth was made and spun on  its course among the planets.  Your hand formed us  from 
the dust of the earth and set us among all Your cre atures to love and serve You.  When we were unfaith ful to 
You, You kept faith with us, Your love remained ste adfast.  When we were slaves in Egypt, You broke the bonds 
of our oppression, brought us through the sea to fr eedom, and made covenant to be our God.  By a pillar of fire, 
You led us through the desert to a land flowing wit h milk and honey, and set before us the way of life .  You 
spoke of love and justice in the prophets, and in t he Word made flesh You lived among us, manifesting Your 
glory.  He died that we might live, and is risen to  raise us to new life.   

 

In the middle of it, the congregation sings Holy, Holy, Holy, joining in the hymn of the angels around God’s thro ne (per Isaiah 
6 and Rev. 5), reminding us that we worship God wit h all the heavenly host and those who have gone bef ore us. When we sing 
“Christ has died, Christ is risen, Christ will come  again,” we affirm the story in miniature and ackno wledge that we’re part of that 
story. If this seems at first like dry theology, it ’s not: it’s all about relationship. We’re God’s pe ople, and when we come at His invi-
tation to the Table, we do so because of what He’s done for us.  

Prayers like this at communion are among the oldest  surviving worship texts after the New Testament it self, preserved in 
sources from as early as the 2nd century as well as  documents like the Apostolic Constitutions, compiled in the 4th century. As 
over-arching summaries of God’s saving work, these prayers are rooted in Scriptures like the preambles  of Paul’s letters to the 
Ephesians and Colossians. People who have attended Episcopal or Roman Catholic churches will recognize  much of the wording 
around the Great Prayer, but it’s actually “small c ” catholic, practiced in the ancient church, the va rious branches of the Eastern 
Orthodox church, and by Protestant churches in the modern era. In its rehearsal of God’s saving acts, the Great Prayer is fully 
compatible with Reformed theology. Like God’s coven ants with Abraham, Moses, and David in the Old Testament, and in fact like 
ancient Near Eastern contracts whose structure the Biblical covenants reflect, our celebration of the New Covenant begins with a 
retelling of the story that defines the relationshi p of the parties to the covenant. And what is that story?:  Having created us for 
relationship with Him, our sovereign Creator bound Himself to us with a promise to the death, Himself paying the price for our 
covenant-breaking.  Having redeemed us and triumphe d over our adversaries through His death and resurr ection, He invites us at 
the Table to remember that Covenant and to look for ward to the marriage supper of the Lamb, when we wi ll see Him face to face.

Recently on a mid-winter trip to Phoenix, that Mecc a 
of wellness and new age spirituality,  I was lookin g at a 
spa menu of services offering the ultimate in rest and 
relaxation for a frazzled 40-year old mother on a h alf-
week hiatus from way too many southern snow storms 
and school postponements.  While reviewing the menu , 
I came across a service called “Quantum Biofeedback .”  
According to the description on the menu, Quantum 
Biofeedback “is a phenomenal advancement in stress 
reduction that can result in an improved sense of w ell-
being, deep relaxation, pain reduction, greater men tal 
clarity, and improved physical performance,” all 
through the monitoring of your body’s electrical fr e-
quencies. Wow, I thought, this is exactly what I ne ed!  
Then I read further that I could choose from a rang e of 
energy balancing sessions with titles like “Unblock ing 
Potential,” “Mood Boost,” “Immune Support,” “Pain 
Management,” and best of all, “Brain Boost.” 

Now, I’m just a simple girl from outside a small to wn 
of 9000 in NC, but last I checked, getting plugged into 
God can unblock potential, boost your mood, support  
your immunity, and help manage your pain. God can 
also customize all your needs and provide nourishme nt 
to your soul on a daily basis. The cost – 50 or 85 min-
utes—is FREE! 

We each have the power to “plug in” to God.  Now 
PLEASE don’t think I’m trying to suggest God is a series 
of electrical impulses – and please don’t go 
“theological” on me. (Those things are best left to  the 
people who went to school at Davidson down the road  
from where I grew up.)  I’m just trying to draw a c om-
parison of sorts. 

Each person that goes into the sanctuary or worship  
center has different spiritual vitamin needs and di ffer-
ent frequencies that help balance out those needs .   
Those frequency needs are fed by our worship planni ng 
and offerings.  The problem is that different peopl e 
have different frequency / vitamin deficits and nee ds – 
hence all this discussion about different worship s tyles 
and places. 

Some of us have deficit needs for the old and famil -
iar church hymns. Others have need for the classics  of 
many centuries.  Still others have a need for frequ en-
cies of guitars and praise choruses and contemporar y 
music.  Sometimes our worship provides comfort, and  
sometimes it provides discomfort.  It is all for th e sole 
purpose of raising the spiritual nourishment of our  con-
gregation. 

Wait!  Aren’t we missing the point?  Isn’t worship 
supposed to be about God – not about the congrega-

tion?  The short answer is a resounding “yes.” How-
ever, the longer answer has to do with the “worship  
wellness” of each member that comes into worship.  
The people coming into worship are on a spiritual spec-
trum . 

On one end – spiritually sick and dying spiritually sick and dying spiritually sick and dying spiritually sick and dying – in no way 
connected to God.  These individuals may be in so much 
in pain that they can’t even begin to think it’s no t about 
them – they need to be fed in their own own own own way on their 
own own own own electrophysiological spectrum. 

In the middle – not sick but not wellnot sick but not wellnot sick but not wellnot sick but not well.  These peo-
ple’s vitamins are off balance, and they are strugg ling 
with an experience of worship to get them back on b al-
ance. 

In the far end – well and in extremely good spiri-well and in extremely good spiri-well and in extremely good spiri-well and in extremely good spiri-
tual healthtual healthtual healthtual health.  These people know it’s all about God - no 
matter what worship style or place. 

I stand in awe of the job our worship leaders are 
asked to do each week.  How do they cover the spec-
trum and assist all that come?  No doubt, with thei r 
eyes on the cross, courage and humility.  In the sa me 
way, so too should we approach our worship experi-
ence.

Purpose-Driven Life, we are reminded that God created 
us to worship Him.  Each time we enter worship, we 
should always celebrate what God did for us through  
Jesus Christ.  Colossians 1:19-20  states, “For God was 
pleased to have all His fullness dwell in Him, and 
through Him to reconcile to Himself all things, whe ther 
things on earth or things in heaven, but making pea ce 
through His blood, shed on the cross.” 

With courageWith courageWith courageWith courage – Thomas Dorsey wrote the words, 
“Precious Lord, take my hand, lead me home through 
the night.” The words remind us to be  courageous, give 
up control and let God be in charge of our experien ces.  
As a worship participant we must let God have that con-
trol. Jesus teaches us in the Lord’s Prayer to say “your 
will be done on earth as it is in heaven” (Matt. 6: 10).
